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It is time we “toot” our own horns! Lee Iacocca said “In a completely rational society, the best of us would aspire to be teachers and the rest of us would have to settle for something less, because passing civilization along from one generation to the next ought to be the highest honor and the highest responsibility anyone could have.” Consider nominating a colleague or yourself for one of the following.

· Sponsored by ITEA and NASSP, the Program Excellence Award is one of the highest honors given to technology education classroom teachers at the elementary, middle, and high school levels. Programs must be nominated by an ITEA affiliate association. This award is given to an entire technology program.  
· Sponsored by Goodheart-Willcox Publisher, the Teacher Excellence Award is one of the highest honors given to technology education classroom teachers and is presented in recognition of their outstanding contributions to the profession and their students. The teacher must be a current member and have held membership for the preceding year in both ITEA and its affiliated state/provincial association. The teacher must be certified to teach in technology education and must be a full-time technology education teacher (at least four periods a day). 

· ITEA's Distinguished Technology Educator (DTE) designation is a coveted mark of distinction in technology education. It recognizes technology educators who have demonstrated a high level of competence and conscientiousness in the field of technology education.  Applicants must have at least 10 years experience as a full time technology educator prior to the date of application and have 10 consecutive years of member in ITEA and hold a current membership at the time the DTE is awarded. 

· There are several Special Recognition Awards given each year. The Academy of Fellows award is the highest recognition that the International Technology Education Association (ITEA) can bestow upon any person. To qualify, the individual must have gained prominence in and brought honor to the profession of technology education. The recipient must be an ITEA member. The Award of Distinction is presented to an individual within technology education who has advanced the profession through a sustained and recognized record of exemplary professional activity. The Wilkinson Meritorious Service Award is presented to an ITEA member worthy of commendation for service to the International Technology Education Association.
